Meeting was called to order at 11:50 am.  
Welcome: Mercedes Martinez thanked everyone for their participation on this committee and self introductions were made by all.  

Previous Meeting Minutes May 14, 2010:  Two changes were made to the minutes.  Mercedes motioned to except the minutes and Johnnie Atkins second. All were in favor, none were opposed.
“Last Year’s” Updates:  In the process of raising departmentalized standards: Each Accounting class will have a:  Software component, Group Project component and Writing component.  Our main objective is to elevate our standards to be equivalent to other colleges.  Jeannie Liu has been overseeing this.  

Program Update:  Jeannie Liu

Income Tax: Income Tax class is now a Californian Tax Education Counsel certified course.   Beginning Spring 2012 students who take the course will get the 60 hour qualifying education with CTEC so that they can become a registered tax prepare.   

Created New Courses: 

Payroll Accounting 103:  At the last Advisory Committee meeting the members stated Payroll Accounting is a fundamental skill that all accountants need to have.  This will be offered in the future along with a certificate that we will be creating. 
Volunteer Income Tax Accounting Program (VITA) - IRS sponsored program:  

We have created two courses:

ACCT 96 Lecture - This portion will teach students who want to volunteer in the program, updates in taxes law every year, process for the program and procedures. 

ACCT 97 Lab – Students will prepare actual tax returns for those in the community.
New Phi Beta Lambda Club:  Collegiate chapter of Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA).   This club is a Business / Accounting organization.   Jeannie extended an invitation to all the committee members to be guest a speaker.   Topics could be Careers in Accounting, Business or Marketing.  This can be done as a lecture format or a workshop.
Accounting Website: This has been designed and was implemented in September.  This gives an overview of the program, who teaches the courses, and classes we offer. In the future we will be adding links to VITA and Phi Beta Lambda. 
CalCPA Workshop – In November we invited two members of the California Society of Certified Public Accountants (CalCPA) who came and conducted a workshop on how to prepare students for financial success.  

Curriculum:
Income Tax Accounting 093: The numbering of the course has been revised from ACCT 093 to ACCT 105.  The units have also been increased to 4 units making it transferable. Income Tax class has been certified with CTEC and is now a qualifying education course.
Introduction to Accounting 090:  This course has been updated to reflect what we are currently teaching in the class.  The curriculum documents just needed to be up dated.   

Cost Accounting 092:  The number has been changed to ACCT 203 making it transferable.  Managerial Accounting will now be a prerequisite.  
VITA:  ACCT 096 Lecture and ACCT 097 Lab will be combined in the near future with ACCT 105 to create a short-term tax certificate.  Students will be volunteering from February to April.

 Computerized Accounting 094:  Rewrite ACCT 094 to have ACCT 90 as an advisory.
Program Strategic Plan: 
Expand and Market the Accounting Program.  Update Curriculum to meet changes in SCU and UC curriculum.  Hire new full-time Accounting Instructor for the new courses that will be offered.  Provide computers with internet access and updated accounting software.  Support faculty to attend workshops and conferences, for professional growth and development.
Equipment: Accounting classes that have a lab are to be scheduled in a room with computers. Rooms B118 & 119 are for lecture classes only.
Up Coming Conferences:  Jeannie Liu will be attending the TACTYC (Teachers of Accounting at Two Year Colleges) Conference in March.  This is an annual event for 2 year colleges nation wide to come together and share new ideas, projects, certificates for the current job market.
