e Andy Cawelti will be returning in fall 2019, so the
Smog Inspection class will not be offered in spring
2020. The class is offered at Oxnard College. The
attendees were asked to let people know that
Ventura College will be hiring a part-time Smog
Inspection instructor to teach in fall 2020.

e The automotive industry has a need for hybrid
automotive training courses. The faculty are
participating in a national level hybrid course
development effort with Toyota Technical, support
for the effort has been hard to get from the college.

e The group expressed the need for hybrid vehicle
training and supports the development effort.

A motion was passed to
look into offering an
automotive hybrid
course at Ventura
College and how to
support the
development effort and
implementation.

Automotive Department
Budget Fiscal Year 2019

e Lottery Funds for fiscal year 2019 was $5,510.

e Perkins Funds allocated for NC3 Certificate Kit and
Workstation supplies

e Still trying to resolve issues with items purchased
with Perkins funds.

Automotive Department
Budget Fiscal Year 2020

e Perkins funds were used to purchase a DMM
Certification Kit and pay for Professional Experts.

e The district is working on obtaining Strong
Workforce funds for the automotive department,
but the automotive department has no further
information.

e The General Automotive budget for
Maintenance/Repair is $425. The program did
receive increased support for this fiscal year in the
general 111 budget.

e Lottery Fund is $5,510. The funds can only be used
for classroom instructional supplies under $200.

e T-Ten funds support ASC certifications for T-Ten
students.

Discussion took place whether to use T-Ten funds to pay for
an automotive graduation recognition ceremony in May
2020.

The advisory council
voted to use T-Ten $50
per student funds to
pay for the graduation
recognition ceremony in
May 2020.
