· Approved by CA Governor Newsom in 2021 and approved in June 2023 and will be brought up to the Senate committee.

New Certificates of Achievement for the Public Safety Affiliation Department 
· Department Chair, Sharon Johnson reported for the fiscal year 2022/2023, the PSA Department had seen growth in Certificates of Achievement from the previous fiscal year. The PSA department had three-hundred and fifty-one Certificates of Achievements awarded, a significant increase from the previous year due to the pandemic.
 
· New Certificates for the upcoming Fiscal Year in Patrol Procedures, Field Training Officers, Supervision, Traffic, Correction, Paramedic, and Investigations. 

· Patrol procedures- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Patrick Hauser seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Field Training Officers- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Patrick Hauser seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Supervision- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Jason Hosea seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Traffic- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Patrick Hauser seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Correction- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Siage Hosea seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Investigations- Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Robert Sedita seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Paramedic – Dr. Johnson made a motion to approve the Certificate of Achievement as written, Robert Sedita seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


Program Reports
· [bookmark: _Hlk158319891]Dr. Sharon Johnson spoke about the LASD contract, and its continued growth and success. Dr. Johnson concluded that we currently, we have 12 agencies in place today that include: Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department, Los Angeles County Probation Department, Los Angeles Fire Department, Long Beach Fire, Long Beach PD, Alhambra Fire, Beverly Hills Fire, Monrovia Fire, Montebello Fire, Monterey Park Fire, San Gabriel Fire, CGIA.
· Contracts have been renewed and approved on a 5-year contract we will need to revisit renewals in 2025.
· The department is also working on Sheriff’s North County that will bring approximately 800 additional FTE’s
· Dr. Johnson stated that she is responsible for increasing the course offerings to more than 275 for this semester. 
· The program is responsible for more than 3,800 FTE’S. 
· There is only one full time faculty, 4 faculty that receive release time, 2 classified staff, and 3 unclassified staff.
· Dr. Johnson has submitted documentation to open an ISA Full-Time Limited Position to be filled by Spring 2024. Dr. Johnson will submit new request for a second ISA Full-Time Faculty Limited Position in the Summer 2024 to be filled by Fall 2024.
· The program brings in millions of dollars every year that is divided with the District, the agencies, and ELAC.

Long Beach Police Department
· Dr. Johnson informed the committee that the training academies for Long Beach PD will be conducted through Golden West College facilities (temporary/internal setbacks in LBPD facility).

· [bookmark: _Hlk158321067]The Los Angeles County Probation Department will utilize the Southeast Campus as a facility and training hub.
· Upon the scheduled completion of the Southeast Campus, the Probation Department will need facilities with showers for their employees.
· LACPD Offices will be temporarily set in the F9 bungalows until the completion of the Southeast Campus in 2025-2026.

Retirement/ PSA Program
Dr. Johnson's continuation of the report
· Dr. Johnson: “If there is a golden handshake, I am going to think about It.”
· Jason Hosea will be leading the program once I phase out, but I will still be here as a consultant.

· Jason will be retiring from Fire next year and will be training with me (Dr. Johnson) to get familiarized with the ISA contracts and PSA program.




COMMENTS/ANNOUNCEMENT/items from the floor
Mr. Hauser: Kevin Akiyama is not as effective for our students as he needs to be. “We may need to consider another counselor/advisor for the program” (Hauser).

Gina: There are several counselors that I can recommend that are student-friendly. For example, Suzzette Guerra-Morales. She would be a good advisor, her husband is a former probation officer, and her brother is a sheriff. She would know our student population's needs. I always contact our students with her.

Mr. Hauser: Gina, please email me the information for the counselor you are speaking about, so I can reach out.

Dr. Johnson: Pat (Hauser) you may want to contact Chris Garcia about the change since he was the one who assigned Kevin to our department.

Jason Hosea: Pat or Gina can you please send me a list of all the Fire Faculty we have?

Patricia: Yes.

Gina: Yes! But there are a few that have retired or transferred that we became aware of, please let me update the list so I can forward it to you.
