Discussion Notes:
Mr. Allen filled in the committee on Title IV and how Title IV now only gives student financial aid for the required minimum hours required by the State. To be equitable to all students the program must go to a 1000-hour program. By lowering the hours, class units are also lowered. As part of our certificate program, having smaller unit classes will allow the student to complete the classes and will give them more flexibility to take other general education classes towards an AS degree. It also allows the night classes to also be 8 weeks and finish at the same time as the day program.
To combat the loss of Lab time Mr. Allen said the program will be offering a Salon lab as an elective twice a day on Fridays every semester.
Mr. Allen reported that the night program was doing great, and that the program was layering in another cohort in the Spring and showed the committee a real of the night program working.

Bianca Hillier commented that she loved how passionate Mr. Allen was about student education. 

Ms. Perret led the vote to recommend the reduction in the program hours from 1600 to 1000. All in attendance voted yay.
