2) Description of Falck  program
· An orientation and 2 months in the field
· On the Job Training (OJT) is 120 hours with another 80 hours in the classroom minimum threshold
· Cohorts of 25-60 every 2 weeks or so
· 2023 they hired 1000 people
· 3 options for employment at Falck
i) Come in be trained then get hired
ii) Come in and be trained but do not get hired
iii) Train elsewhere but come and be hired
3) Requirements for Apprenticeship
· Registration with Department of Apprenticeship Standards (DAS) and Department of labor (DOL)
· There may be an approved apprenticeship already which will make the process faster- will investigate
· Minimum 144 hrs in classroom and 2000 hours OJT
