3. AHC Nursing Program Updates

a. Certified Nurse Assistant (CNA) (JB/MH)
A new CNA Program Coordinator: Joann Bellrose.

Update on 34 students and clinical sites in Lompoc, Solvang, Arroyo Grande, and Santa Maria, CA.  

b. Licensed Vocational Nursing (LVN) (ED/SM/LD)
Outgoing LVN Director: Eileen Donnelly. Shavaun Maxson to assume the position on July 1, 2025. 

34 students were completing the program and were applying to the RN program. 

Awaiting mandatory changes by the Department of Education. 
c. Registered Nursing (RN) (LM/MM/BC/LW)
47 students were completing the program. They were getting ready for preceptorship for 60 hours of direct patient care and 4 hours of leadership and management. 

DSH Atascadero continued to provide mental health clinical experiences. The students felt welcomed and safe during their clinical rotations. 
d. Student Experiences

RN Program: Janae Sarabia and Rick Perez. “We are busy with preparing for finals, raising funds for licensure application and tests, and preceptorship. Our instructors were supportive, and the rotations have been interesting and relevant to nursing practice.” 

LVN Program: Rachael Belunza. “A lot of studying. We were nervous about the merit-based exam to qualify for the RN program.     
4. State of the College (TL)

Larry M. The health sciences department had been collaborating closely with academic dean, vice president of academic affairs, and faculty in implementing culturally responsive teaching practices. 
5. Health Care Partners Practice Trends (All)
The grants team continue to solicit support from local partners regarding need and placement of CTE graduates in their respective facilities. These support letters were part of the requirement for a new nursing education building. 

Cuesta College. Beth Johnson. Inherited Nursing program and now Allied Health. The first cohort of the accelerated program will have the pinning ceremony on Dec 13, 2024. 50 students will start spring semester 2025. No more preceptorship for RN Program. Potential collaboration for BSN although Gov Newsom did not sign the bill for nursing bachelor’s program in community colleges.  

6. New Program: Pre-radiography Certificate (LM/TL)  
The college signed and executed an MOU with Santa Barbara City College on a partnership for a Radiography program. The certificate in pre-radiography will be offered starting Fall 2025. 
7. Opportunities for Collaboration (All)

Larry Manalo Jr. AHC was working on a baccalaureate program on Applied Professional Studies. 

Kristen Chipps. No identified needs at this time.  

Michele Rodriguez. Dignity Home Health and Hospice. Changes in leadership. Need to include wound care and home health in nursing program. 

Karissa Grider. MECC DON. There is a need for more student exposure to wound care, care planning, and documentation. 

Infection control: Wipe down glucometers for two minutes for C diff patients. 

Julia Fogelson. CNE French Hospital and Medical Center. Regarding care plans, there is also a need to update and ensure that they are patient-centered and individualized. 

Yuvette Calhoun. Care plans, wound care, and infection control in long-term care settings. The transition to team nursing: The nurses are leading hypertension and diabetes clinics. Leadership opportunities in ambulatory surgery. Nurses would be interested in wound care training, infection control surveillance (washing in and out, autoclave, etc.).
