Consultation

Per the LARC requirements, we have reached out to the below colleges for consultation and feedback on our certificate plans.  The colleges are either geographically close or produce a significant number of graduates for similar occupational codes.

There are only two colleges that offer similar programs within reasonable commuting distance: Citrus College College and Chaffey College.  

We are not attempting to replicate the Citrus program for several reasons.  We can’t afford it, don’t want to compete with our sister campus, and believe that Citrus is adequately preparing students for careers in the major studios.  However, we believe that much of the industry is shifting away from traditional studio settings and to more svelte, lightweight systems.  As technology continues to improve, our students will only have access to more powerful tools for audio production. The jobs they will be working in in ten years might not exist today.  Thus, we want to expose them to as many different audio production settings as possible- whether it be a physical space or for a particular application such as theater, TV, or animation.

Chaffey College offers a fairly standard Commercial Music program.  It consists of four music technology courses, four traditional music courses, and a business course.  These certificates focus on audio, not just music.  We do provide an option for students to take two music classes as electives.  However, our core program consists of five technical, four creative, and one business course related to audio for all of the arts.

We reached out to both Citrus and Chaffey in the 2016-17 school year when developing the AS.  The administrators and faculty knew each other relatively well- in fact, we share a PT instructor with Citrus.  They were supportive in their responses.
