Based on all available data, there appears to be an “undersupply” of Early Childhood Education workers compared to the demand for this cluster of occupations in the Bay Region and in the North Bay sub-region (Marin, Napa, Solano, Sonoma counties). There is a projected annual gap of about 7,691students in the Bay Region and 1,174 students in the North Bay Sub-Region.
